Barbara LoPiccolo Named All American

Barbara LoPiccolo was recognized as an All American in the 60-64 age group for her weight 
pentathlon score of 3,918 points (age graded) on August 23, 2008 at the National Masters 
Weight Pentathlon in New London, Connecticut.  Each of Barbara’s five events met the All 
American standards in the women’s 60-64 age group.  In two of the events, the discus and the 
weight throw, she set Charger age group records.

When Maia Henry ran the Festival of Races 5km in 22:44 on October 8, she broke the Charger 
8-9 year old record.  The old record was 24:14 by Andrea Aris, set in 1991.

Ed Cox Wins Sprint Events At Dartmouth Relays

Ed Cox won the men’s 80-84 division of the 60 meter (9.83) and 200 meter (34.50) dashes at the 
Dartmouth Relays in Hanover, New Hampshire on January 9-11, 2009.  Ed’s 60 meter time is a 
new Charger age group record, surpassing his own FAT time of 9.93 and his own hand held time 
of 9.9.

Bob Doran Competes In Heptathlon Championships

Bob Doran completed the first day of the USATF National Indoor Heptathlon Championships 
in Kenosha, Wisconsin on March 7, before an injury in the hurdle event forced him to pull out of 
the competition.  In the high jump on the first day, he came within one-half inch of the Charger 
55-59 record with a jump of 4-11 1/2.  Bob’s first day performances were:

60 meter dash 9.15
long jump 4.57m  (15-0)
shot put 8.22m  (26-11 1/2)
high jump 1.51m  (4-11 1/2)
